Almighty God, by our baptism into the death and resurrection of your Son
Jesus Christ, you turn us from the old life of sin: Grant that we, being
reborn to new life in him, may live in righteousness and holiness all our
days; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the
Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen. (BCP 254)
or
Grant, Lord God, to all who have been baptized into the death and
resurrection of your Son Jesus Christ, that, as we have put away the old life
of sin, so we may be renewed in the spirit of our minds, and live in
righteousness and true holiness; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives
and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for
ever. Amen. (BCP 252)

Bible Study: Romans 10:8-17

But what does it say? “The word is near you, on your lips and in your heart” (that is,
the word of faith that we proclaim); because if you confess with your lips that Jesus is
Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.
For one believes with the heart and so is justified, and one confesses with the mouth
and so is saved. The scripture says, “No one who believes in him will be put to shame.”
For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; the same Lord is Lord of all and is
generous to all who call on him. For, “Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord
shall be saved.” But how are they to call on one in whom they have not believed? And
how are they to believe in one of whom they have never heard? And how are they to
hear without someone to proclaim him? And how are they to proclaim him unless they
are sent? As it is written, “How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!”
But not all have obeyed the good news; for Isaiah says, “Lord, who has believed our
messager” So faith comes from what is heard, and what is heard comes through the
word of Christ..
