Long ago God spoke to our ancestors in many and various ways by the prophets, but in 

these last days he has spoken to us by a Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, through 

whom he also created the worlds. He is the reflection of God’s glory and the exact imprint 

of God’s very being, and he sustains all things by his powerful word. When he had made 

purification for sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high, having become 

as much superior to angels as the name he has inherited is more excellent than theirs. Now 

God did not subject the coming world, about which we are speaking, to angels. But 

someone has testified somewhere, “What are human beings that you are mindful of them, 

or mortals, that you care for them? You have made them for a little while lower than the 

angels; you have crowned them with glory and honor, subjecting all things under their feet.” 

Now in subjecting all things to them, God left nothing outside their control. As it is, we do 

not yet see everything in subjection to them, but we do see Jesus, who for a little while was 

made lower than the angels, now crowned with glory and honor because of the suffering of 

death, so that by the grace of God he might taste death for everyone. It was fitting that 

God, for whom and through whom all things exist, in bringing many children to glory, 

should make the pioneer of their salvation perfect through sufferings. For the one who 

sanctifies and those who are sanctified all have one Father. For this reason Jesus is not 

ashamed to call them brothers and sisters, saying, “I will proclaim your name to my brothers 

and sisters, in the midst of the congregation I will praise you.”

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The people kneel or stand, according to personal preference, as the Celebrant continues 
Blessed are you, Lord our God, for sending us Jesus, the Christ, who on the night he was 

handed over to suffering and death, took bread, said the blessing, broke the bread, gave it 

to his friends, and said, “Take, eat: this is my body which is given for you. Do this for the 

remembrance of me.” 
 

In the same way, after supper, he took the cup of wine; he gave you thanks, and said, “Drink 

this, all of you: this is my blood of the new covenant, which is shed for you and for all for 

the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.” 
 

Remembering now his work of redemption, and offering to you this sacrifice of 

thanksgiving, we celebrate his death and resurrection, as we await the day of his coming. 

Glory to you for ever and ever. 
 

Therefore, we who have been redeemed by Jesus Christ, and made a new people by water 

and the Spirit, now bring before you these gifts.
